RULES & REGULATIONS

1. Entry Fee: $50 per player per Event. Entries are valid only when made on the Official Entry Form and accompanied by the prescribed fee. TATT registration of $40.00 for 2010 is required.
2. Availability of Forms: Port of Spain Public Courts, South – Roy Peters, Lennox Francis, Tobago – Raye Sandy and TATT Executives & Office. 
3. Submission of Entries: Entries for tournament will only be valid when submitted to the office with payment by 6.00pm on January 15th 2010, OR to Raye Sandy - Tobago 
Draws: The Draw will be held on Monday 18th January 2010, at 5:00 pm at the TATT Office.
   Events start: The tournament opens at 5.00pm on Friday 22nd January 2010, and  will take place on        

   weekends only as follows.:-

4. Eligibility:  (a) Entry is not restricted. All tennis players are invited to participate (b)Veterans must have attained the minimum age of 45 years as of November 13th, 2009 and newcomers are asked to produce proof e.g. passport/birth certificate. (c) Limitations on entry do not apply.
5 Venue: The Championships will be played on the new Eddie Taylor Public Courts, King George V Park, St. Clair.
   6.  Draw Size & Format: There will be no qualifying round in any classification. All entrants will be placed in the main draw regardless of the number of entries. Matches will be Best of Three tie-break sets. Play shall continue under lights as necessary. 
7. Rules: This Competition shall take place in accordance with the Regulations and the Rules of Tennis adopted by the ITF (which includes the ITF Code of Conduct). 
      -The referee will determine the appropriate period of rest between matches. 
      -For the benefit of new entrants, (and a reminder to older ones!) a copy of the Dress     Code is outlined below.  

      -For purposes of the draw, the Referee will determine the classification of players based on that player’s record. 

      -A player may be allowed to play in a higher classification if requested specially.
       -However, a player will not be allowed to play in a classification lower than that designated by the Referee.
      -Players may be required to play more than one match in a day.

8. In submitting an entry to this tournament, a player automatically undertakes to commit him/herself to abide and be bound by the above Rules and Regulations. 
The Committee reserves the right to amend, repeal, or otherwise modify, in whole, or in part, the above Rules and Regulations.

9  Publication and Notices:  Every attempt would be made to publish the Order of Play & Results daily and as much as possible to put it on the internet (tennistt.org) and Newspaper. Players are required to check the venue or the referee for the day’s order of play. 
10. Protest: Any protest or complaint must be made in writing, addressed to The Player Representative and submitted within 24 hrs of the incident.
11. The tournament committee may withhold the whole or any part of any prize money otherwise offered to any player under the Rules and Condition of this competition if in its discretion the misconduct of the player or the interests of the competition so require.

DRESS CODE
Players shall present themselves for play in a professional manner. Clean and customarily acceptable tennis attire shall be worn.
(a)     Unacceptable Attire
Sweatshirts, gym shorts, dress shirts, basketball attire, beachwear, T- shirts or any other inappropriate attire shall not be worn during a match.

No other sponsor marks or insignia will be allowed in match play.

(b)    Doubles Teams
Members of a Doubles team shall be dressed in predominantly the same colors.
